The 63 project started in 2014 after | was motivated by the death of the actor/comedian
Robin Williams (who was 63 when he died) to spend more time creating. | came up with
the idea of producing tracks that were only 63 seconds in length, limited in their time and
content. | also decided that a movement would be put together for each seven 63 second
pieces that | created. Each movement is based around a story or theme, be it musical,
physical, philosophical, etc. Within the movement a common note or sound is passed
along from each 63 sec piece that it is comprised.

Four movements have been completed over the past 12 months. Each movement is 7
minutes 21 seconds long and has a corresponding music video as interpreted and created
by video artist César Naves. The movements are:

63:1st Movement (Home) - A trip back to my childhood home provides inspiration and
reflection.

63: 2nd Movement (String Theory) - A movement comprised of only stringed
instruments.

63: 3rd Movement (A Changing Constant) - A singular/pulsating note migrates through
the piece oblivious to the changes going on around it.

63:4th Movement (And Here We Are (aka Now)) - Navigating a world of bleary
uncertainty, And Here We Are perches upon the fragile equilibrium between timeless
acceptance, and the chaos of fear and aggression.

This work is a consideration, both formally and in content, to form a bridge over nearly
100 years of history and a dialogue between the traditional scenic work and medial
Contemporary Art allow to emerge. It is an excavation of our media and collective
memory and tried an idea of territorial Interests and their impact to within the past 70
years convey. The projection takes a stand on the numerous wars since 1945 until today,
providing forward-looking issues, given the geostrategic interests.

Shahin Charmi was born in 1953 in Iran. From 1980 to 1985 he studied at the "Muthesius

Kunsthochschule Kiel" fine arts and painting. His work covers areas such as painting,

media and performance arts and is spread in countries such as Germany, Austria and Iran.

From 1987 to 1989 he had led the project "Gestaltung der 6ffentlichen Fassaden" (design
of public building facades) in collaboration with Kulturamt (cultural Affairs) and
Jugendamt (Youth Affairs) of Kiel. In this project, he designed and implemented the work
"revolution and war" on the facade of the "lltis bunker" (former war shelter, built in
1942) in Kiel. In 1990, he won the "Golden Plotter" (first prize of the international
computer art competition) awarded by the Gladbeck Museum.

Charmi had exhibited his works in numerous festivals and exhibitions such as the

retrospective 40 Years BBK Schleswig-Holsten State, Videonale Bonn, ZKM | Centre for Art

and Media | Karlsruhe, Germany, Montreal Museum of Fine Arts in Canada and Museum
of Contemporary Art, Iran, Tehran.
